The introduction provides an
elaborate account of the state of logic among the Dominican master’s predecessors
and successors.

The first book is on God and the second on creation (volume 13); the third book deals
with providence and divine government (volume 14); the fourth book shows that
what depends only on faith is not contrary to reason (volume 15). The edition benefits
from the exitence of a partially preserved autograph.

Besides his major works, St. Thomas had occasion to compose shorter treatises,
among which are replies to questions that had been sent to him (On the Movement
of the Heart, On the Mixture of the Elements, Letter to the Countess of Flanders).
Others are elements of polemical discussions, either on philosophy (On the Unity of
the Intellect, On the Eternity of the World), or on the defense of mendicant religious
orders (On the Perfection of Spiritual Life). Still others are treatises in the strict
sense (On Being and Essence, On the Principles of Nature). Traditionally added
to this collection are a few more important yet incomplete works (Compendium of
Theology, On Separate substances, On Kingship). These works, of very unequal
length, are often of considerable theological, philosophical or historical interest (ed.
